Definitions for Art Foundations Exam
Form- The 3D aspects of objects that take up space

Movement- creates a focal point, directs your eye
color- Light must be present to see this
unity- The cohesive quality of artwork to feel finished
shape- A contained area that has length and width
balance- Distribution of visual weight in art
line- A mark created by a tool, suggests movement

rhythm- Repetition of visual movement
texture- Surface quality of artwork

contrast- The difference in value, color, shape, etc
value- Light must be present to see this
space- 3-Dimensional volume, illusion of depth
emphasis- Creates dominance and focus in art
Pattern- Uses art elements in repetitive designs
Contour- outline style drawing
Gesture- sketch type drawing
Perspective- point of view when drawing
Horizon- where the land and sky meet

Vanishing Point- where items get smaller or disappear

Symmetrical- even balance of objects
Asymmetrical- uneven balance of objects
