-Test grade, worth 75% of your grade.

-Label each drawing with the week and date.  (ex. Week 1, 10-30-20).

-Some drawings will require imagination and creativity, be original!

Grading:

-Follow directions and FILL the page at least 75%, no tiny drawings.

-Must show a strong effort and investment of time, include details.  Spend about 15 minutes on the drawings.

-Late Work is accepted up to 2 days late, -2pts per day late.  Work that is not complete at the start of class is also late. 
-Failure to follow directions will result in reduced credit.

Week

1.  Design a new invention that will solve a specific problem & name the invention. Include details and shading.
2.  Fill a page drawing plants.  Look at the different parts of the plant, close up.  Include details and shading.
3.  Create a visual page of something(s) that is important to you using images.  Include details and fill the page.
4.  Create a page about the food you ate yesterday.  Include details and shading.

5.  Cut out heads from photographs (such as magazines) and glue them to the page and draw in the rest of the body and clothing.  Create a background scene for the heads/bodies.  Fill the page and include details.
6.  Reflect on an important experience in your life (good or bad), and fill the page with imagery and details. 
7.  Choose an “action” word that interests you and create a page with that word as a theme.  Draw images that represent the word.  Fill the page and include details.
8.  Create a visual page about a current event in the world.  Draw out an aspect of the event and include appropriate details.  Fill the page and include details.
9.  Create a full page using a “scribble” as a starting point.  Add details & designs to the “scribble”.
10. Record a day in your life visually.  Pick a part of your day or draw multiple parts combined into a full page.
11. Create 2 personal symbols.  One that represents you and one that represents a famous person.  Fill the page.
12. Respond to the theme “Good vs. Evil.”  Try to incorporate images that are not the typical representation.
13. Create a page that explores human or animal anatomy (bones and muscles). Focus on a part of the body, draw multiple parts combined into a full page.  Fill the page and include details.
14. Create a full page political cartoon based on a past or present event as your topic.  Look up Herb Block for inspiration.  
15. Create a page about a worthy cause, charity, organization.  Fill the page and include details.
16. Design a form of transportation for the future.  Include details, shading and where this would be seen.
