ie: you LOOKING at the objects! That means NOT from memory,

Pay close
attention to proportions (size relationships)

-Some drawings will require imagination and creativity, be original!

Grading:

-Follow directions and fill the page at least 75%, no tiny drawings.  Spend about 15 minutes on the drawings.

-Must show a strong effort and investment of time, include details.  Only color when stated in the prompt.  
-Late Work is accepted up to 2 days late, -2pts per day late.  Work that is not complete at the start of class is also late. 
-Failure to follow directions will result in reduced credit.

Week

1.  Design a robot and a job for the robot.  Think about what shapes it is made of and details it would have.
2.  Fill a page with 4-5 gesture or contour drawings of several keys on a key ring.  Zoom in.

3.  Research a particular geographical location for a vacation.  Create a “Post Card” page based on this place. Include words that tell us the location and imagery of important sites to see.  Add shading or color and details.
4.  Create a page about 5 good things that happened to you yesterday or the day before.

5.  Use only geometric shapes to create a design that includes overlapping and scale (different sizes).  
Add color and value to make the design interesting.
6. Create a full page visually describing your greatest accomplishment.

7.  Cut out 3-4 heads from photographs (such as magazines) and create bodies for them (animal, human or imaginary).  Include a background/scenery for the heads/bodies.

8.  Create a cityscape using 1pt perspective from any vantage point and shade.  Use YouTube tutorials for help.
9.  Create 5-7 blind contour drawings (don’t look at the paper while drawing) that overlap each other on the same page.  Pick any objects that interest you.  Use a different color or writing tool for each one.

10.  Fill a page with 5-7 humans in different action poses.

11.  Design a personal logo.  Think about images, objects, colors, shapes that fit your personality & interests.
12.  Create a super hero with a costume & super power based on a famous person.  Include a background/scene.
13.  Create a page visually describing “If I could change one thing . . . “
14.  Draw the world from an ant’s point of view.

15.  Create a page visually showing “If my life was a cartoon . . . it would look like this . . . ”
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16. Create a page about your last weekend.
