Multiple Views Mid-term Exam Project
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(student examples- you may not copy these)
Objective
Choose an object or group of objects that interest you and create a dynamic composition using multiple views of your chosen subject. The final piece must include a minimum of five different views of your subject, maximum of nine views. Each view will appear in a window of an established grid system with space in between the boxes. The size of the grid openings may vary, though each opening must have 90-degree angle corners. Each view must show perspective, have strong contrast, depict a light source and/or changes in value.
Materials 
12” x 18” paper with choice of: watercolor paint, drawing pencil, color pencil, ink or gel pen.
Step 1: Planning

• Find at least 3 photos of an object from a different angle and print these photos

• Locate the most interesting parts of the photo to sketch for your Rough Draft
• Create a grid system using 5-9 compartments with images
Step 2: Thumbnail Sketches (Small planning sketches)
• In your sketchbook, make 12 thumbnail sketches in squares or rectangles. You will choose your five most interesting views for the final drawing and submit for a rough draft grade.
• Use your viewfinder to zoom in and out of your still life. Look for unusual and interesting angles. 
• Do close up, mid range and long views. Don’t spend too much time on any one thumbnail sketch (2-4 mins) as this is only the preparation stage. Strive for an effective composition within each view, filling the box.
Step 3: The Final Piece
• Select a format using squares, rectangles or both and. 
• Lightly lay out your grid system in pencil and transfer sketches into the grid openings
• The entire paper should have an even border of ½”, see the examples above
• Begin adding value and contrast
• Include details and clean up and stray marks
