Other Theme Options for 31 Nights

31 NIGHTS, PART II:  PROGRESSION (OBSESSION) THROUGH OBJECTIFICATION
Objectification is the process by which an abstract concept is treated as if it is a concrete thing or physical object. The term may also be applied to a person, in which case it refers to regarding or treating the person as 'a thing' or object, separate from their personal attributes or characteristics. 

For 31 consecutive nights you will seek creative freedom and discover it within “a progression of something.”   You can follow “something or someone”, watching it closely and documenting it as it changes over night, over weeks, over a month.  Examples: A relationship, someone losing weight, something that changes over time (avoid the cliché: such as rotting fruit)

31 NIGHTS, PART III: POST (PART) SECRET

PostSecret began as an art installation for Artomatic 2004 in Washington, D.C.  The simple concept of the project was that artists create a postcard that portrays a secret they had never previously revealed.  No restrictions were made on the content of the secret; only that it must be completely truthful and must never have been spoken before.  Entries ranged from confessions of secret desires, embarrassing habits, hopes and dreams, etc.  

For 31 Nights Part III you will seek creative freedom within 31 consecutive nights of “secrets” or “clues” (both in writing and in mixed-media drawings and/or photographs) that may either reveal your secrets or raise new questions about what your secret(s) might be.   Think about a dancer performing a “Dance of Veils.”  The Veils envelop the dancer.  What they reveal causes excitement, but what they conceal heightens interest.  Begin the journey through a land, we shall call:

31 NIGHTS, PART IV: THE DARKER SIDE OF LIGHT (LIFE)

In 1878 a 20 year old artist Max Klinger exhibited a series of drawings in Berlin under the title “Fantasies regarding a discovered glove,” dedicated to the woman who lost it.  The drawings were preliminary studies for this series of etchings which envisions a lover’s obsession with a fetish that undergoes myriad transformations over the course of 10 images.  They indicate a two part prelude followed by a dream sequence culminating with the loss of the glove and the lover’s awakening.  This is about the cycle of personal experience played out through the artist’s imagination.

For this installment of 31 Nights you will seek creative freedom within 31 consecutive nights of works that take us Max Klinger’s 10 Sequences of Events.  Here are your titles, within a given framework for:
