Uses for a Visual Journal

Documentation, Process, Inspiration, Practice Skills, Share Experiences, Self-expression, Notes

Implementation

· Rotate through Stations/Centers, focus on specific skills
· Could be a way to begin TAB or incorporate Studio Thinking Strategies
· Teach new media in small doses, no need for a 2 week project
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Independent art making
· Collaborative learning
· Low pressure environment, encourages Growth Mindset
· Experimentation- “Art Lab”
“Seesaw” Digital Portfolio
· app is setup like Facebook feed
· teacher is admin, has control of settings
· students upload photos/videos of journal pages
· documenting process
· peer feedback (likes, comments, inquiry) 
· possible evaluation tool
· Private app for class, may share link with parents
       Journal Exchange 
· 1:1 exchange, Round Robin exchange, school exchange
· Must have collective commitments from all participants
· Teachers need to set specific exchange schedule & criteria for success
· We used JFJ’s Big Ideas as themes, each student chose 8 themes
Possible supplies for centers

· Stencils- various letter fonts, shapes, Spirograph, ruler
· Watercolor- sprays, pencils, paint, WC markers, water bottle
· Writing/Drawing Supplies- pens, sharpies, metallic markers, crayons, color sticks, color pencils, drawing pencils, etc.
· Fodder- various images from brochures, postcards, maps, stickers
· Paint- acrylic, paint pens, gesso, paint sticks, antiquing paint, brushes

· Paper- scrapbook paper plain/pattern, cardstock
· Cutting Tools- scissors, x-acto knife & mat, deckled edge scissors
· Textures- rubbing/embossing plates, found objects
· Adhesives- liquid glue, glue stick, washi tape, matte medium
· Stamps- letters, stamp pads
